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As Director of the Rutgers Center for Turfgrass Science, Dr. Clarke is responsible for providing leadership to foster internationally recognized research, undergraduate, graduate and continuing professional education, and service programs in support of the turfgrass industry.  Dr. Clarke is an authority on the identification and control of foliar and root-infecting fungi associated with turfgrass diseases in North America.  He is also well known for his work on anthracnose disease and the development of integrated disease control strategies to reduce pesticide usage.  Dr. Clarke has published three books on turfgrass pathology and has authored over 200 articles for professional journals and trade magazines.  He has recently received the John Reid Lifetime Achievement Award from the METGCSA, the Distinguished Service Award from the GCSANJ, the New Jersey Turfgrass Association’s Hall of Fame Award, and the Weisblat Award for Excellence in Research, Teaching and Outreach.  Dr. Clarke is a fellow of the American Society of Agronomy and the Crop Science Society of America, and is a frequent speaker at educational conferences throughout the United States, Australia, China, Europe, and Japan.
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
